The red (charging)
light will blink repeatedly indicating that the charging
process has started.

. The completion of charge will be indicated by the red
light remaining ON continuously. The battery pack s fully
charged and may be used at this time or left in the charger.
To remove the battery pack from the charger, push the
battery release button 10 on the battery pack.

NOTE: To ensure maximum performance and life of lithium-ion

battery packs, charge the battery pack fully before first use.

*The red light will continue to blink, but a yellow indicator light
will be illuminated during this operation. Once the battery pack
has reached an appropriate temperature, the yellow light will
turn off and the charger will resume the charging procedure.

The compatible charger(s) will not charge a faulty battery pack.

The charger will indicate faulty battery by refusing to light.

NOTE: This could also mean a problem with a charger.

If the charger indicates a problem, take the charger and battery

pack to be tested at an authorised service centre.

Hot/Cold Pack Delay

When the charger detects a battery pack that is too hot or too
cold, it automatically starts a Hot/Cold Pack Delay, suspending
charging until the battery pack has reached an appropriate
temperature. The charger then automatically switches to the
pack charging mode. This feature ensures maximum battery
pack life.

A cold battery pack will charge at a slower rate than a warm
battery pack. The battery pack will charge at that slower rate
throughout the entire charging cycle and will not return to
maximum charge rate even if the battery pack warms.

The DCB118 charger is equipped with an internal fan designed
to cool the battery pack. The fan will turn on automatically
when the battery pack needs to be cooled. Never operate the

T Hot/Cold Pack Delay*

charger if the fan does not operate properly or if ventilation slots
are blocked. Do not permit foreign objects to enter the interior
of the charger.

Electronic Protection System

XR Li-lon tools are designed with an Electronic Protection
System that will protect the battery pack against overloading,
overheating or deep discharge.

The tool will automatically turn off if the Electronic Protection
System engages. If this occurs, place the lithium-ion battery
pack on the charger until it is fully charged.

Wall Mounting

These chargers are designed to be wall mountable or to sit
upright on a table or work surface. If wall mounting, locate the
charger within reach of an electrical outlet, and away from a
corner or other obstructions which may impede air flow. Use
the back of the charger as a template for the location of the
mounting screws on the wall. Mount the charger securely using
drywall screws (purchased separately) at least 25.4 mm long
with a screw head diameter of 7-9 mm, screwed into wood to
an optimal depth leaving approximately 5.5 mm of the screw
exposed. Align the slots on the back of the charger with the
exposed screws and fully engage them in the slots.

Charger Cleaning Instructions

Do not modify
battery pack in any way to fit into a non-compatible
charger as battery pack may rupture causing serious
personal injury.
Charge the battery packs only in DEWALT chargers.
DO NOT splash or immerse in water or other liquids.

Shipments of tools with
batteries (combo kits) can be air shipped as excepted if the Watt
Hour rating of the battery pack is no greater than 100 Wh.

Transporting the FLEXVOLT™ Battery

The DEWALT FLEXVOLT™ battery has two modes: Use

and Transport.

Use Mode: When the FLEXVOLT™ battery stands alone or is in

a DEWALT 18V product, it will operate as an 18V battery. When
the FLEXVOLT™ battery is in a 54V or a 108V (two 54V batteries)
product, it will operate as a 54V battery.

Transport Mode: When the cap is attached to the FLEXVOLT™
battery, the battery is in Transport mode. Keep the cap

for shipping.

When in Transport mode, strings
of cells are electrically
disconnected within the pack
resulting in 3 batteries with a
lower Watt hour (Wh) rating as compared to 1 battery with a
higher Watt hour rating. This increased quantity of 3 batteries
with the lower Watt hour rating can exempt the pack from
certain shipping regulations that are imposed upon the higher
Watt hour batteries.

For example, the Transport
Wh rating might indicate
3 x36 Wh, meaning

3 batteries of 36 Wh each.
The Use Wh rating might
indicate 108 Wh (1 battery implied).

Storage Recommendations

1. The best storage place is one that is cool and dry away
from direct sunlight and excess heat or cold. For optimum
battery performance and life, store battery packs at room
temperature when not in use.

2. Forlong storage, it is recommended to store a fully charged
battery pack in a cool, dry place out of the charger for
optimal results.

Inserting and Removing the Battery Pack

from the Tool (Fig. B)
NOTE: Make sure your battery pack @ is fully charged.

To Install the Battery Pack into the Tool Handle
1. Align the battery pack @ with the rails inside the tool's
handle (Fig. B).
2. Slide it into the handle until the battery pack is firmly seated
in the tool and ensure that you hear the lock snap into place.

To Remove the Battery Pack from the Tool
1. Press the release button @0 and firmly pull the battery pack
out of the tool handle.
2. Insert battery pack into the charger as described in the
charger section of this manual.

Fuel Gauge Battery Packs (Fig. B)

Some DEWALT battery packs include a fuel gauge which
consists of three green LED lights that indicate the level of
charge remaining in the battery pack.

To actuate the fuel gauge, press and hold the fuel gauge

button . A combination of the three green LED lights will
illuminate designating the level of charge left. When the level
of charge in the battery is below the usable limit, the fuel gauge
will not illuminate and the battery will need to be recharged.
NOTE: The fuel gauge is only an indication of the charge left on
the battery pack. It does not indicate tool functionality and is
subject to variation based on product components, temperature
and end-user application.

Variable Speed Paddle Switch (Fig. A)

To turn the tool on, squeeze the paddle switch @. To turn the
tool off, release the paddle switch. Your tool is equipped with
a brake. The chuck will stop as soon as the paddle switch is
fully released.

The variable speed switch enables you to select the best speed
for a particular application. The farther you squeeze the paddle,
the faster the tool will operate. Use lower speeds for starting
holes without a centerpunch, drilling in metals or plastics,
driving screws and drilling ceramics. Higher speeds are better
for drilling in wood, wood compositions and for using abrasive
and polishing accessories. For maximum tool life, use variable
speed only for starting holes or fasteners.

NOTE: Continuous use in variable speed range is not
recommended. It may damage the switch and should
be avoided.

Forward/Reverse Control Button (Fig. A)

A forward/reverse control button 2 determines the direction of
the tool and also serves as a lock-off button.

To select forward rotation, release the paddle switch and
depress the forward/reverse control button on the right side of
the tool.

To select reverse, depress the forward/reverse control button on
the left side of the tool.

The center position of the control button locks the tool in the
off position.

NOTE: When the tool is not in use or being transported, keep
the button in the middle lock position.

When changing the position of the control button, be sure the
paddle is released.

NOTE: The first time the tool is run after changing the direction
of rotation, you may hear a click on start up. This is normal and
does not indicate a problem.

Dual Range Gearing (Fig. A)
The dual range feature of your drill allows you to shift gears for
greater versatility.

1. To select speed 1 (high torque setting), turn the tool off and
permit it to stop. Slide the gear shifter 3 forward (towards
the chuck).

2. To select speed 2 (low torque setting), turn the tool off and
permit it to stop. Slide the gear shifter back (away from
the chuck).

NOTE: Do not change gears when the tool is running. Always
allow the drill to come to a complete stop before changing
gears. If you are having trouble changing gears, make sure that
the dual range gear shifter is either completely pushed forward
or completely pushed back.

Worklight (Fig. A)

There is a worklight 5 located between the chuck and the
paddle switch . The worklight is activated when the trigger
switch is depressed, and will automatically turn off 20 seconds
after the trigger switch is released. If the trigger switch remains
depressed, the worklight will remain on.

NOTE: The worklight is for lighting the immediate work surface
and is not intended to be used as a flashlight.

Keyless Chuck (Fig. A)
WARNING: Do not attempt to tighten drill bits (or any
other accessory) by gripping the chuck and turning
the tool on. Damage to the chuck and personal
injury may result. Always lock off paddle switch when
changing accessories.
WARNING: Always ensure the bit is secure before starting
the tool. A loose bit may eject from tool causing possible
personal injury.
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Your tool features a 3/8" keyless chuck for greater convenience.
To insert a drill bit or other accessory, follow the steps
listed below.

1. Lock the paddle switch in the off position as described in
Forward/Reverse Control Button.

2. Grasp the chuck @1 with one hand and rotate
counterclockwise. Rotate far enough so that the chuck
opens sufficiently to accept the desired accessory.

3. Insert the bit or other accessory about 19 mm (3/4") into
the chuck and tighten securely by holding the chuck and
rotating in the clockwise direction.

To release the accessory, repeat step 2 listed above.

Deep Hex Pocket (Fig. A)

Your tool features a deep hex pocket @ which is through

and behind the chuck @1 This allows fora 2" (51 mm) or
longer 1/4" hex shank bit to be inserted farther into the unit

for close-up applications. With the chuck jaws fully open (as
described in Keyless Chuck) insert a 1/4" hex shank bit fully into
and through the chuck. The chuck can then be tightened as
stated under Keyless Chuck.

Belt Hook and Bit Clip (Fig. A)

A WARNING: To reduce the risk of serious personal
injury, turn tool off and disconnect battery pack
before making any adjustments or removing/
installing attachments or accessories.

A WARNING: To reduce the risk of serious personal
injury, DO NOT suspend tool overhead or suspend
objects from the belt hook. ONLY hang tool’s belt hook
from a work belt.

IMPORTANT: When attaching or replacing the belt hook or bit

clip, use only the screw 7 that is provided. Be sure to securely

tighten the screw.

The belt hook ©® and bit clip @ can be be attached to

either side of the tool using only the screw 7 provided, to

accommodate left- or right- handed users. If the hook or bit clip

is not desired at all, it can be removed from the tool.

To move belt hook or bit clip, remove the screw 7 that holds

itin place then reassemble on the opposite side. Be sure to

securely tighten the screw.

Drill Operation

. Install and tighten the desired drill bit in the chuck.
Select the desired speed/torque range using the dual
range gear shifter to match the speed and torque to the
planned operation.

2. Use sharp drill bits only.

3. Always apply pressure in a straight line with the bit. Use
enough pressure to keep drill biting, but do not push hard
enough to stall the motor or deflect the bit.

4. Hold tool firmly with both hands to control the twisting
action of the drill. If model is not equipped with side handle,
grip drill with one hand on the handle and one hand on the
battery pack.

WARNING: Drill may stall if overloaded causing a sudden
twist. Always expect the stall. Grip the drill firmly to control
the twisting action and avoid injury.

5. IF DRILL STALLS, it is usually because it is being

overloaded or improperly used. RELEASE paddle switch

IMMEDIATELY, remove drill bit from work, and determine

cause of stalling. DO NOT depress paddle switch ON AND

OFF IN AN ATTEMPT TO START A STALLED DRILL —

THIS CAN DAMAGE THE DRILL.

To minimize stalling or breaking through the material,

reduce pressure on drill and ease the bit through the last

fractional part of the hole.

Keep the motor running when pulling the bit back out of a

drilled hole. This will help prevent jamming.

With variable speed drills there is no need to center punch

the point to be drilled. Use a slow speed to start the hole

and accelerate by squeezing the paddle switch harder when
the hole is deep enough to drill without the bit skipping out.

Screwdriver Operation (Fig. A)
